SUGGESTIONS for ACCOMMODATION, VISITS and PLACES OF INTEREST 

There are many interesting places to visit in the area around Badminton and Tetbury with a good number of websites giving detailed information.  Below is a selection that might be of particular interest for those delegates accompanied by family members or those staying on in the Cotswolds for the rest of the weekend. If you are thinking of staying in or close to Tetbury please be aware that the Tetbury Food Festival takes place from Thursday 23rd to Sunday 26th September and that weekend breaks in the Cotswolds are always popular.

The Stud, Stallion Centre and competition yard is situated 4 miles south of Badminton and set in 1000 acres of farmland. The Stallion Centre is world renowned particularly for frozen semen, exporting to 30 countries, also used in embryo transfer successfully in USA and New Zealand.
